My dear Sir,





I have not had time til today to comply with your request of sending you my ??? of the cause of your brother’s death. I have no doubt but that he died of (effusion?) upon the brain. The chill he got in hunting a few days before his sudden seizure was the exciting cause. It brought on fever of the kind that usually ends in (effusion?).





Mrs Williams desires that I ask say that she will be very happy to see your little nephew here with his nurse till it suits your convenience to remove him elsewhere. It is probable that the hurry and bustle of a ??? will interfere with his comforts. We will take the best care we can of the little fellow. He will have plenty of companions in our nursery.
